Please get in touch with us either on weekends between 10 am and 4:30 pm at the Mabel and Judy Jasper Educational Center or during the week at info@maryjowegnerarboretum.com or by calling 605-367-4414 to set up an appointment.  We will be issuing the Photography Membership passes that will be good for exactly one year or will be good for the assigned date for the day pass.   If you are unable to come to the Arboretum prior to your date, you are able to register and pay the fee through us by using the donate button on the website at www.maryjowegnerarboretum.com.  We will then mail you the pass or you can pick up on the day you arrive.  Beginning April 15, we will be open every day from 10 am to 4:30 pm.  All photographers taking posed or commercial images must be wearing the Photography Membership pass when they are at the Arboretum.    
     The reason for the fee is to provide income for the continued development of the park, including planting more trees, gardens and trails.  The Arboretum is a beautiful location for pictures and we encourage you to continue to enjoy the park as you have.  If you would like to share pictures you have taken, we would give you photo credit and use them to promote the site.
